Revelation 20:1-15

Key Truth: It may seem like we are fighting a losing battle against evil, but God wins.

Reminder Regarding Revelation:
1. Revelation was written to encourage the present-day church 
    to remain faithful to God, no matter how tough it gets.
2. The main point of Revelation is the assurance of Jesus victory 
    over evil.
3. There are some interpretations in Revelation that we can 
    debate but shouldn’t divide over.

Here’s What Revelation Chapter 20 Clearly Shows Us:
1. Satan will ultimately be defeated forever by Jesus Christ.
2. Disciples will reign with Jesus Christ forever.
3. All of us will stand before God and be judged. 
    A. Disciples are judged regarding rewards, not in regard to 
          salvation. 2 Corinthians 5:10
         1. Did we put our faith in Jesus Christ?
         2. Was there evidence of faith in our witness and work.
    B. Unbelievers are judged based on their rejection of Jesus and 
        the life they lived.
4. There are only two destinations.
     A. Eternal joy in heaven.
     B. Eternal torment in hell.
